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Ramirez was assigned to 3rd Battalion, 15th Infantry Regiment, 4th Infantry Brigade Combat Team, 3rd Infantry Division, Fort Stewart, Ga.; died June 1, 
2013 in Wardak province, Afghanistan, from injuries caused by an improvised explosive device. Ray might have been that quiet kid, but he had a big, 
big, giant heart,” Jose Ramirez said. “Every little boy has something they want to do, and that’s what he chose to do, and that’s where he became a 
true man.” You never truly know how much he was loved, until now,” Hope Aguirre said, through tears. “Let’s honor the fact that he chose to give his 
life for his country, the fact that he chose to give everybody else the chance to be free”.
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
